Things to be doing now

Review your supply chain

If you source materials, stock or ingredients from
the UK or if you buy any other products from a
wholesaler or a distributor from the UK, you need to
take action now.

Understand the new rules for importing from
or exporting to the UK

The final trading arrangements with the UK after
Brexit are not yet clear. However, the rules for goods
going through ports or airports are going to change.

There are steps you must take now to reduce
potential disruption to your business. This is
particularly important for freight companies, and
anyone transporting live animals and plants.

Be aware of possible changes to transport

& logistics

Businesses that move goods between Ireland and
other EU countries by road through Britain

(the ‘landbridge’) will face new rules and procedures.
You will need to familiarise yourself with them.

Make sure your banking & legal contracts are
in order

Much work has been done to ensure the continuity
of service across banking, payments, insurance and
financial markets post-Brexit. However, some UK
operators will lose their right to conduct business in
Ireland unless they have taken certain steps. If you
are concerned, there are things you can do.



to prepare your business

Review all your certification, regulation
& licensing

UK-issued certificates, licences and authorisations may
no longer be valid in the EU post-Brexit, particularly
for medical devices, chemicals, construction products,
and for services in transport, broadcasting and
financial sectors. If you rely on them, you will need to
take necessary steps.

Protect your data

If your business involves the transfer of personal data
to or from the UK, you need to ensure that sufficient
protections are in place so you can continue to do
this post-Brexit.

Protect & inform your staff

A key concern for companies and their staff will be
practical impacts including visa requirements for

some staff travelling to the UK, and recognition of
professional qualifications and licences to practise.

Northern Ireland

Avoiding the return of a hard border
on this island is a Government priority in
all circumstances.

The best way to achieve this is through the
negotiated EU-UK withdrawal agreement.
Without that agreement, avoiding a hard border
is more challenging and requires detailed
discussions between Ireland and the EU and,
ultimately, with the UK. In that scenario the
outcome, including practical arrangements for
citizens and businesses, will be made public as
soon as possible.

Irish citizens will continue to have EU citizenship
wherever they live. They will continue to enjoy
the right to travel and live and work anywhere

in the EU and have EU protection against
discrimination. Irish citizens do not need to take
any action to protect their EU citizenship.

Irish citizens and British citizens do not have to
take any action to protect their status and rights
associated with the Common Travel Area.
